From the Pastor’s Desk...

Something to Look Forward To

I don’t know about you, but I really like to have something to look
forward to listed on my calendar. At a personal level it could be
dinner with friends, a night out to the theater, or some family
event. It could also be at the church level, which means it might be
the “I Love Jesus Potluck,” our annual Easter Sunrise service, or the
event coming up this month in the form of the Women’s Fellowship
Dinner, where the men of the church have the honor to serve the
women. Then again, it could be the annual church picnic, the
summer Tiny Little Church groups or the fall “Talent Night” or our
annual Thanksgiving potluck.

No matter what it is, the calendar tells us that something is
coming. Something that is good, looked for, and important. (You
might have noticed | didn’t mention doctor or dental appointments-
I wonder why?)

Even in our daily lives we have something to look forward to. Each
day is a gift from God as we read in Lamentations 3:22-23, “The
steadfast love of the LORD never ceases; his mercies never come to
an end; they are new every morning; great is your faithfulness.” So
one thing we definitely should look forward to on a daily basis is
the fact that our lives are in His hands. As Acts 17:28a reminds us,
“In Him we live and move and have our being.”

But casting our thoughts even wider, we also have future events to
look forward to, such as either death (“absent from the body, present
with the Lord”) or the Rapture (when Christ will return to claim His
own). And finally, there is eternity. It is preceded by the one-
thousand-year (millenial) reign of Christ upon this earth

eternal city, the New Jerusalem (Revelation 21:1-2).

Of course, nothing from death to eternity needs to go on a calendar
as one, we don’t know the time frame and two, God has placed
eternity in our hearts (Ecclesiastes 3:11). So, whether it’s on our
personal calendar, the church calendar or the calendar of our heart,
one thing is for sure: in Christ, we certainly have something to look
forward to.
